G. Machinery.

1. The fair market value of a brand-new machinery shall be the acquisition cost.
In all other cases, the fair market value shall be determined by dividing the remaining
economic life of the machinery by its estimated economic life and multiplied by the
replacement or reproduction cost.

2. If the machinery iis imported, the acquisition cost include freight,
insurance, bank and other charges, brokerage, arrastre and handling, duties and taxes,
plus cost of inland transportation, handling, and installation charges at the present site.
If the cost is in foreign currency of imported machinery it shall be converted to peso
cost on the basis of foreign exchange rates as fixed by the Central Bank.

3. A depreciation allowance for machinery shall be made at the rate of five
percent (5%) of its original cost or its replacement or reproduction cost, as the case
may be, for each year of use; previded, however, that the remaining value of all kinds
of machinery shall not be less than twenty (20%) of such original replacement or
reproduction cost for so long as the machinery is useful and in operation.

SECTION 5. Special P_‘:rovisions. a. The real properties occupied' or introduced
by SMI and taxed on its account, located within the areas subject of the boundary
conflict between Kiblawan, Davao del Sur, and Tampakan, South Cotabato, shall be

‘assessed on such levels and on the bases of the classification and fair market value,

under this ordinance or the ordinance of the Province of Davao del Sur, as may be
jointly determined by their respective assessors, with due notice to SMI.
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b. Upon final settl_emen't’ or adjudication of the' boundary .conﬂict',- the area

; belonging to the Municipality of Tampakan, if any, and all real properties found therein,

taxed against SMI shall: be assessed on the bases of the assessment levels,
